HOW TO GET TO CAMPUS 
By car, Trevecca’s campus may be reached by way of U.S. Highway 41/Murfreesboro 
Road. The University is located at Lester Avenue off Murfreesboro Road (mailing 
address: 333 Murfreesboro Road, Nashville, TN 37210-2877;  
Switchboard: 615-248-1200; Security Office: 615-248-1296). 
FROM THE NORTH (Louisville I-65): continue I-65 South to I-40 East, exit right 
onto Fesslers Lane, (Exit 212), right on Murfreesboro Road, go four blocks to campus 
entryway (traffic light); turn left onto Lester Avenue; see On Campus below. 
FROM THE NORTH (St. Louis I-24): continue I-24 East, exit right onto Fesslers 
Lane (Exit 212), right on Murfreesboro Road, go four blocks to campus entryway (traffi 
c light); turn left onto Lester Avenue; see On Campus below. 
FROM THE EAST (Knoxville I-40): Continue I-40 West to Spence Lane (Exit 213), 
left on Spence Lane to Murfreesboro Road, right on Murfreesboro Road, go 1.7 miles to 
campus entryway (traffic light); turn left onto Lester Avenue; see On Campus below. 
FROM THE EAST (Chattanooga I-24): continue I-24 West to Murfreesboro Road 
(Exit 52), left on Murfreesboro Road, 1.7 miles to campus entryway (traffi c light); turn 
left onto Lester Avenue; see On Campus below. 
FROM THE WEST (Memphis I-40): continue I-40 East to I-440 East, to 
Murfreesboro Road (Exit 52), left on Murfreesboro Road, go 1.7 miles to campus 
entryway on left onto Lester Avenue. 
Other option: Continue I-40 East, exit right onto Fesslers Lane (Exit 212), right on 
Murfreesboro Road, go four blocks to campus entryway (traffi c light); turn left onto 
Lester Avenue; see On Campus below. 
FROM THE SOUTH (Birmingham I-65): continue I-65 North to I-440 East, to 
Murfreesboro Road (Exit 52), left on Murfreesboro Road, go 1.7 miles to campus 
entryway (traffi c light); turn left onto Lester Avenue; see On Campus below.

From the campus entryway, continue on Lester to Woodard Street; turn left on 
Woodard Street; take next right just before the soft ball complex; continue to go 
straight into Tidwell parking lot; baseball field will be on the left in front of you.
