Ranked #17 in the latest NAIA Women’s Basketball Top 25 Poll, the women’s team from
Trevecca Nazarene enters Thursday’s contest 9-4 overall and 2-0 in the TranSouth Conference.
They have a two-game winning streak that includes Saturday’s 90-70 win at Blue Mountain.

Bethel’s women’s basketball squad is 9-5 overall and 0-1 in the TranSouth. They lost their last
contest, on January 7", a close 80-78 loss at Union University. The Wildcats ended 2009 with
two straight wins, against McKendree College and University of Rio Grande.

The Trevecca Nazarene men’s basketball team is ranked #14 in the latest NAIA Men’s Basketball
Top 25 Poll, with a 10-4 overall record and a 2-0 mark in the TranSouth. Winners of two in a
row coming into Thursday’s game, the Trojans collected a 113-86 win at Blue Mountain on
Saturday.

Bethel’s men’s basketball squad is 8-7 overall and 0-1 in the TranSouth coming into Thursday’s
nightcap against Trevecca Nazarene. The Wildcats lost 78-64 at Union University last Thursday,
after ending 2009 with an 82-74 win over Temple Baptist College on December 19™.
